
Code of Practice

General Principles

The General Medical Council define "Good Doctors" in their Good Medical Practice Guidance
as;

"Patients need good doctors. Good doctors make the care of their patients
their first concern: they are competent, keep their knowledge and skills up to
date, establish and maintain good relationships with patients and colleagues
(those a doctor works with, whether or not they are also doctors), are honest
and trustworthy, and act with integrity. "

NW Locums agree wholeheartedly with this principle. Doctors will observe the highest principles
of ethics, equity, integrity, professional conduct and fair practice in dealing with patients, our
clients and the public as a whole. Doctors will also conduct themselves in a manner appropriate
to enhance the operation, image and reputation of NW Locums.

NW Locums consider that ethical conduct extends beyond compliance with legal obligations to
include honesty, respect for others and integrity.

This code is integral to our continuing relationships with our clients and our responsibilities to
provide medical cover to patients as a whole.

1. Law

Doctors must comply with all relevant statutory and non-statutory requirements including
guidance from the General Medical Council (GMC) and relevant Primary Care Trust (PCT) to
ensure they provide the best possible medical service to their patients.

2. Continuing Professional Development (CPD)

NW Locums encourages all doctors to comply with the GMC's requirements to CPD. NW
Locums also supports doctors who pursue further education and enhance their expertise by
attaining special interests.

3. MedicalRequirements

Doctors should ensure that they are compliant with the requirements of the GMC and eligible to
practice as a GP Locum. It is the requirement of the Doctor to inform NW Locums of any
circumstances which may threaten their eligibility to practice.

4. Honesty

. Doctors will act honestly with all practices, patients and the public.

. Whilst representing NW Locums a Doctor shall not knowingly make a false or inaccurate
statement, fail to disclose a material fact or make a representation as to future matters
without having reasonable grounds to make it.
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
